HIKING SHOES

Use whatever footwear you typically/are comfortable
hiking or backpacking in.

95% of the hiking portion of the trip will take place on
well-groomed trails while carrying light packs — so big,
heavy hiking boots aren’t really needed.

It can be quite warm at lower elevations and quite cold
at higher ones, so Chris opts for densely-woven trail
running or approach shoes, potentially with GTX (on this
rare occasion) simply to keep the Khumbu dust out.
